As | am sure you are aware, we are approaching a very important transition point in your
daughter’s academic career and life beyond school. Therefore, it is vital that your daughter is
considering her future options and that she is researching the choices available upon leaving
school.

In Careers lessons, your daughter has already begun to consider her preferences, her strengths and
the necessary steps to be taken in order to access various routes upon leaving school. She has also
had the opportunity to familiarise herself with key sources of career information, to participate in
relevant work experience and learn about current labour market information. However, at this
stage, it is important that she also begins to form some clarity in narrowing down her options and
making informed decisions for her future.

This document offers her a
framework within which to organise her career ideas and plans for Further or Higher Education, or
employment.

We also encourage your daughter to participate in any further activities or experiences over the
summer which will be of benefit to her career plans and applications next year.
